Throughout the year you will be given hundreds of
opportunities to minister to people in our local
community, Spokane and throughout the Division and
Territory.  Some examples of the services we will provide
include:

- We will be planning and
implementing a “youth night” at Camp Gifford that will
include Bible study, music, games and crafts.  We will
hope to expand our youth night to include a parental
(adult) Bible study as well.

- We will be partnering with
existing ministries in Spokane including: the homeless
shelter, transitional living, family services and the
Spokane Corps.  We will participate and help lead youth
activities, community evangelism and special events.

- We will make ourselves available to help
the Division with Young Adult Retreat, Youth Councils
and other special events throughout the year.

Additionally, we will be partnering with “Street Level” in
downtown Seattle for one of our summer assignments.

- In addition to Street
Level we will be placing students in various ministries
throughout the Territory for six to eight weeks of intense
ministry.  Sites may include: camps, homeless ministries,
corps placements, service corps (w/additional funding)
and more.

- Each student will spend a week or more at a
corps.  During their time at the corps they will assist with
special meetings, preach on a Sunday morning, help with
local evangelism efforts and assist in every way possible
with the mission of the corps.

Salvation Army Doctrines and Positional Statements.

Willing to live communally at Camp Gifford, and
other assigned locations, for one year.

Possess basic literacy, writing and computer skills.

Be willing to live with the boundaries and rules put
into place for the comfort and safety of all involved in
the DOC Program and living at the camp. This
requires great humility.

Fees include room and board for the year, all lesson
materials, a laptop computer (which you keep upon
successful completion of the program) a weekly
stipend and transportation while at the program.

The tuition is just $3,800.00 for the entire year!
